Operating Procedure
3.1 
All switches should be turned off, and speed dial should be set to 0, then plug it in.
3.2
Table Operation: Operating the winding table is a 2 person operation, one technician at the foot pedal control and the other as an observer of the coil and cable winding operation and to insure unauthorized personnel stay clear.
3.2.1 Select RUN or JOG, and then FORWARD or REVERSE.
3.2.2 Adjust the SPEED to the appropriate number.

3.2.3 Use foot pedal to rotate table.
3.2.4 To rotate the mandrel, use toggle at end of cradle for rotation direction. Press the red button to move cradle in the toggle direction.  Adjust the SPEED as required.

Emergency Shut-Down Procedure
4.1 Release the foot pedal control.
4.2 Switch the Start/Stop switch to the STOP position.

Unplug winding table.

5.1 Power OFF.
5.2 Unplug the winding table.

5.3 Secure the plug with a Lock-Out/Tag-Out Device.

5.4 Verify by trying to operate the machine.

6.1 Pinch hazards exist.

6.2 Clear area for full rotation of the winding table.  Be sure there is no interference with the table and with coil extension to the Dual Tensioner.

6.3 The plug for the table and the foot pedal are potential trip hazards.
