This document covers the check list and basic operating procedure for the CPR Bending Machine.

3.0	Checklist

3.1 	All switches should be turned off, and speed dial should be set to the lowest MIN setting, then plugged in.
3.2 Bender Operation: To operate the bender.
3.2.1 READ OPERATION MANUAL
3.2.2 Install appropriate rollers for material to be bent. 
3.2.3 Adjust the SPEED to the appropriate number.
3.2.4 Loading the machine from the left-side the left pedal is used for counter clock-wise rotation. Right side, right pedal for clock-wise rotation.
3.2.5 Set adjusting roller to appropriate setting to achieve desired radius.
3.2.6 Use foot pedal to start bending operation.
3.2.7 Take breaks between operations as needed.


4.0	Emergency Shut-Down Procedure

4.1 Depress the foot pedal control completely.
4.2 Press the STOP button.
4.2	Unplug winding table.


5.0 Administrative Lock Procedure

5.1 Power OFF.
5.2 Unplug the bending Machine.
5.3 Secure the plug with an Administrative Lock Device.
5.4 Verify by trying to operate the machine.


6.0	Special Precautions

6.1 Pinch hazards exist.
6.2 Clear area for full rotation of the material being bent.  Be sure there is no interference with the machine.
6.3 The plug for the table and the foot pedal are potential trip hazards.
6.4 In its present state, the machine is intended for R&D activities. Samples to be bent with the present setup are supposed to be limited in number, due to the physical effort needed to adjust the top roller, especially for small bending radii. If the Machine is needed in a production environment, a motorized adjustment of the top roller may be needed.
